Irregular Verb Schedule
Please learn both the irregular past and the past participle of the verbs that you will find on the handout that I have given to you.  My suggestion is that you take index cards, cut them in half, write the verb on one side and then write the irregular forms on the other side.  Take a little time every day to go over them so that you remember them.  I plan to give you a quiz on these verbs the week after you work on them (for example, I will test the verbs from Week 4 during Week 5), but I may not tell you exactly when.  That’s called a pop quiz!  When students tell me, “Oh, I didn’t do well because I didn’t study for the quiz”, my only answer is that a Low D student should know almost ALL of these already….at least 90%.  You should be working on these a little bit every day.  When you know and use these correctly, your English will sound a hundred times better.  Really.  Trust me.  (
