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· What new religious colleges opened? (Early 1880s)

· 1800-1950 Ohio had an especially large number of religiously affiliated colleges

· Lutheran, Quaker both began to open institutions

· Baptists, Methodists were large denominations

· Colgate, Rochester, U Chicago

· BU-Methodist

· Duke-Baptists

· Georgetown-First Catholic Affiliated College

· Later these colleges were founded, the further west they traveled

· Where could women study?

· Coordinate Colleges

· Troy, Emma Willard, Mt. Holyoke, Wesleyan in Georgia was first to grant graduates in 18236 with degrees

· Academies to seminaries

· All women’s colleges: Seven Sister Colleges

· Oberlin was the first co-ed colleges

· What were normal schools and where were they?

· State Run Teaching Colleges for Women

· Designed to prepare teachers for educating in public schools

· 1685 

· Normal Schools were found all over the world: wasn’t limited to the US

· Framingham state is the oldest lasting normal school, originally Lexington

· Made it applicable for unmarried women to attend college, however they were forced to leave once married

· Mid 1880’s this concept moved to NY, NJ, CT, PA

· What were the origins of land grant universities and why did the 1862 law need further reform in 1890’s?

· Each state received 30,000 acres of public land to form endowments to form mechanical and agricultural training

· Do not have to be public

· Fathers were very skeptical about these schools because they didn’t want to lose the labor in their sons, but also because they felt being in a classroom would not help compared to actively farming

· 1890 act gave continued support every year, excluded states who only admitted students based on race

· Hatch Act: gave money to states to form experiments stations, affiliated with land grant colleges. Gave purpose to attending agriculture education. Research from stations gave a benefit to society

· What were the choices for students of color for advanced study?

· Lincoln, Cheney, Wilberforce were all established before civil war

· Before 1865 there were only 28 colleges available to students of college

· By the end of the civil war, 200 established yet as 1900s began on 40 of those 200 remained. 

· Fisk, Howard and Tuskegee remained three of the most well known and established 

· John Henry Neumann- British and Anglican

· Became a catholic priest

· President of University of Dublin

· Finally became a cardinal

· Very influential with schools still affiliated with the Catholic Church

· He believes the university is there to develop the intellect

· Huge supporter of the liberal arts education rather than vocational or technical institutions, does not favor research…not against science or knowledge, He thinks the university is to teach and develop the minds of students…research should be conducted but it is a completely different idea. Specifically, discussing engineering. He was not in favor of practical…wants to develop higher faculties of the mind so that students are equipped to deal with problems of life

· Ben Franklin:

· One of the most prominent figures in considering professional school

· Didn’t have a college education yet one of ten richest people in US by creating printing business

· Did a lot of scientific experimentation

· Received honorary doctorate from Oxford

· UPenn is the only Ivy College prior to 1776 not founded with theological purpose. 

· Penn was the first college to have a graduate, medical, law and engineering schools

· Early 1800s lots of influential individual pushing for practical/professional education

· Cornell

· One of latest Ivy colleges established

· Formed as land grant school-agro station

· Stressed practical education

· Lobbied for state of NY to designate an institution for agriculture

· Harvard:

· Founded for purpose of training clergy

· Wharton (UPenn)

· First true business school

· Research creating knowledge, validating knowledge comes from Enlightenment…comes from German research institutes 

· French school of business/commerce in Paris

· Wharton came out of Engineering school at UPenn

· Railroads was one of the largest industries at this point in time, therefore engineering school was highly valued

· Very little technical education in England before 1800’s…so where did American Engineering School come from?

· French technical

· Renesselar Poly-tech

· West Point: Founded as Army’s engineering school…model was the poly technique established in France

· Huge influence of French Technical Education

· American Colleges: German, French and English influences

· Harvard Business School 1908

· Elliot 1869-1909

· Lawrence School: big American entrepreneurs, textile investors

· First Degree Title of MBA was from Harvard

· Practicality vs. Traditional

· Women’s College: Panel

· Gender and Higher Education: The progressive Era

· Uses in-depth consideration of 5 universities to highlight difference between women’s, men’s and coed institutions

· 1870 only 11,000 women enrolled…by 1920  there were 283,000

· Men were concerned gender roles/expectations

· Those in support believed education would be beneficial in helping women be better in the home

· Certain universities were financially not able to reject students

· Major difference btwn co-ed and women’s: 

· Women’s colleges allowed women to study similar subjects as men at men’s colleges without competition for recognition

· Vassar

· One of 7 sister colleges

· One of first nationally recognized institutions for women

· Certain restrictions were placed on women regarding social/athletic life

· Now a co-ed institution

· Co-ed was seen as a direct threat to the American Family

· Even women promoted separatism

· Co-ed gave women an outlet to speak about the disparity between women and men in society

· Wellesley

· Defied standards: 1875 founded

· Women who worked for Wellesley were single which ended with companion relationships with other faculty: dubbed Wellesley marriages

· Push back during 1900s: women less interested in workplace and used college more as a social tool

· Faculty became concerned about intellectual desires

· Ended with including a great amount of men in faculty in order to emphasize purpose of attending college

· Seminary set up influenced social restrictions

· Booker T Washington’s Autobiography

· Slave: born in 1856

· Since childhood wanted a true education

· When civil war ended: he described that an entire race wanted a fair and equal education

· If you can learn a skill well enough, that merit will be recognized regardless of race

· Became controversial

· Tuskegee: Normal and Industrial Institute

· Students built university

· The Evolution of the Negro College

· End of 19th century into 20th century

· Historical analysis, yet he takes a sociological approach

· Focuses on mentalities behind the context

· Pays particular attn to southern institutions

· Negro colleges were forced to handle the demands of social implications of an African American college among the established white institutions

· Touches upon the economic aspects of colleges/universities
