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Dan opened the meeting with an Anglican prayer.
Jen informed us that 48 people have voted thus far in elections.  Elections close Friday at 5pm.  Jen encouraged us to vote and to encourage others to vote.  Jen was appointed to release the results and contact winners.  Debbie will create an email to inform the student body of the winners.  The group agreed to these items.  We have no way of dealing with anyone who may challenge election results.  Soren wants the group to be aware of this fact.  We will cross that bridge when we get there. (The by-laws allows for winning by plurality and not majority.)
Nathan and Dan have been working on a proposal to the Dean’s office for an increase in funds to the Writing Center.  Students have issues getting by the Writing Center during the posted hours.  There are not enough hours to service the students who want to use the writing center.  Soren suggested negotiating with Brian Stone for a doctoral fellowship that would be used specifically for an additional writing center doctoral student.  Dan proposes that we set a committee that will spearhead the proposal (one extra worker which would increase hours by 50 percent).  Jen wants to include statistics with the proposal.  How would this addition benefit the student body by hours, availability, etc?  Dan has already begun writing the proposal, and Soren would like a week for the group to review the draft.  Jen motions that Dan emails the group the draft, and we will make amendments and approve the draft at next week’s meeting.  Maya seconded the motion.  Seven voted in approval.  No one voted in opposition.  There were no abstentions.  The motion passed.
Dean Newsome’s job will be replaced.  There are also two positions for co-directors of contextual ed. open.  Soren would like student representation on the committee who selects the new dean and co-directors.  Jen motioned that Dan compose an email and cc Martha and Dean Moore and ask that students be included in the selection processes for the associate dean and co-directors positions.  Jen would also like Dan to initiate a conversation with Dean Moore about when STHSA selects and when the faculty selects students for the committees.  We would like to either nominate students for these committees or speak with those who have been nominated by the faculty.  Dan will draft the email tonight so that we can provide feedback.  The email will be sent out by noon-time Friday. The motion was seconded.  Discussion:  no discussion.  Six voted in approval.  None voted in opposition.  There were no abstentions.  The motion passed.
Soren encouraged us to be prayerful for Dean Newsome.
The State of Student Life:  Dan didn’t receive any feedback.  Drafted in likeness to the State of the Union address.  Venue is unclear.  Dan wants our input.  Maybe incorporate it into graduation celebration?  The group agreed to table discussion for next week.
Dan adjourned meeting.
